If I roll a dice, the possible outcomes are 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6.





If I toss a coin the possible outcomes are head and tail

What are the possible outcomes ?





I could get:


Blue and red, blue and yellow, green and red or green and yellow.





It is easier to write:


BR, BY, GR, GY
