Notes On Excel Statistical Functions

Quartiles

Use the QUARTILE function to find min, max, quartiles and median

e.g.

= QUARTILE(A1:A10, 1) will find the lower quartile of data in cells A1 to A10

Min is 
0

Lower Quartile is 
1

Median is 
2

Upper Quartile is 
3

Max is 
4

Correlation

Use = CORREL (first range, second range)

(for first range click and drag over the cells with the first set of data, then press comma, then click and drag over the second range)

Linear Regression

Use LINEST to find the linear regression coefficients a and b in y = ax + b
This is an array formula and care must be taken in entering!

There are two results, so first highlight two cells horizontally.

Type = LINEST(first range , second range)

The press CTRL + SHIFT + ENTER

Counting How Many

Use COUNTIF

For example to count how many times the word hello appears in the cells A1 to A10 use:

= COUNTIF(A1:A10, "hello")

Or to find how many cells in the range A1 to A10 are greater than 5 use:

= COUNTIF (A1:A10, ">5")
